@ External Cleaning

* The bidet body is made from a durable, glossy plastic known as polypropylene. As
with all glossy plastics, avoid cleaning with harsh chemicals to protect the finish.

* Avoid bleach, heavy detergents, and any alcohol or benzene based cleaners.

Do not spray or dump excess water onto the unit. This could cause damage to
sensitive internal parts.

e Ideally, clean the unit with a soft towel and a solution of warm water with mild soap
or vinegar.

e If the unit is cleaned with Lysol or another abrasive chemical, be sure to wipe it
down again with warm water to remove any remaining chemicals.
